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Assembly and Installation
Packaging Removal

NOTE: The XVAU cart needs to be removed from the

packaging pallet prior to camera shelf or display
installation.

1. Use 1/2" socket head wrench to remove four bolts and

washers holding XVAU cart (A) to packaging pallet. (See
Figure 1)

2. Remove two packaging boards from top of pallet. (See
Figure 1)

WARNING: XVAU cart weighs approximately 65 Ibs (29.5
kg)! Always use proper lifting techniques and at least two
people to lift cart from packaging pallet! Failure to take

adequate precautions can result in serious personal injury or
damage to equipment!

3. Using two people, carefully lift XVAU cart from packaging
pallet. (See Figure 1)

Camera Shelf Installation
Assembling Shelf to Upright

1. Attach shelf (H) to upright (N) using three 1/4-20 x 1/2”
Phillips pan head machine screws (M). (See Figure 2)

Attaching Shelf Assembly to Mount

1. Lower shelf assembly onto head assembly, placing shelf
assembly hooks over extrusion. (See Figure 3)

2. Attach retaining bracket (J) to upright, pressing retaining

bracket against head assembly and tightening, using four
10-24 lock nuts (K). (See Figure 4)

Installing Camera Shelf Components

WARNING: Exceeding the weight capacity can result in
serious personal injury or damage to equipment!

NOTE: OPTIONAL: Slots are provided in shelf for strap (not

included) to hold component in place. (See Figure 5)
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Installing Camera

1. Install 1/4-20 x 3/8” Phillips pan machine screw (L) through
mounting slot on shelf and into hole on bottom of camera
(not included). (See Figure 5)

2. Route cable from camera towards back of shelf and down
behind the cart. (See Figure 5)

Display Installation

WARNING: Exceeding the weight capacity can result in
serious personal injury or damage to equipment!

1. Lay display face down on protective surface.

Proper screws will easily thread into
display mounting holes.

Select screw diameter by examining hardware (PA-PK)
(4mm, 5mm, 6mm or 8mm) and comparing with mounting
holes on display. (See Figure 6)

Select spacers: (See Figure 6)

» If mounting holes are not recessed and both
uprights (B) can lay flat against display, then no
spacers are required.

» If mounting holes are recessed, or if protrusions
prevent uprights (B) from laying flat, then spacers
(TL or TM) must be used.

NOTE:

CAUTION: Using screws of improper length may damage
your display! Proper screws will have adequate thread
engagement without contacting bottom of display mounting
holes.

Select screw length: (See Figure 6)

» Usingyour hand, insert SHORTEST length screw
of selected diameter (PA, PD, PG or PI) through
universal washer (PN), uprights (B), selected
spacer (PL or PM), into display mounting hole. Do
NOT thread screw into hole at this time.

Universal washers (PN) are not needed if using M8
button head cap screws (PI, PJ or PK).

» Proper screw length requires base of screw head
to protrude above flat washer a distance equal to
or greater than the screw diameter. If screw
length is inadequate, select longer screw. Select
shortest screw which will protrude the required
distance.

Place uprights (B) on display, ensuring: (See Figure 6)

» Center of uprights (B) are as close to the center
of the back of display as possible after being
installed. Center of bracket is indicated by the
diamond-shaped hole.

Use selected screws and spacers to install two interface
uprights (B) to back of display. (See Figure 6)

Do NOT
install both uprights to the same side of cart assembly!

9. Move latches on interface uprights to the “closed” position
to secure display to head assembly. (See Figure 9)

10. Snap four upright covers (A) onto uprights. (See Figure 10)

NOTE: Tabs on inside of covers (A) will snap directly into holes
on uprights to ensure a secure connection.

11. (Optional) Use padlocks (not provided) to secure uprights to
head assembly. (See Figure 10)

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Cable Management

NOTE: The following cable management options may vary
based on type of display being mounted and user
preference.

FCA Clips

1. Place FCA clip (F) into groove on back of Fusion mount with
clip handle in a vertical position. (See Figure 11)

2. Rotate FCA clip (F) 90° in either direction until clip handle is
in a horizontal position. (See Figure 11)

3. Repeat Steps 2-3 for all clips to be installed.

4. Route cables along FCA clips to be used for cable
management. (See Figure 12)

5. Use cable ties (G) to secure cables to FCA clips. (See

Figure 12)

6. Route cables from display through inside of cart assembly
attaching at cable management attachment points and/or
accessory bracket as desired. (See Figure 13)

IMPORTANT ! : Route cables when display is at its

highest point and make sure enough slack exists so that

height may be adjusted without straining the cables!

NOTE: Rear covers may need to be removed to route cables
properly. See Rear Cover Removal Section for details.

Removing Display from Cart

1. Remove any padlocks from interface uprights if installed.

2. Position latches on interface uprights so that they are in the
“open” position. (See Figure 22)
